Prayer for Vocations As we celebrate the Apostles Peter and Paul we pray for our 
seminarians and all those discerning a vocation to the priesthood, that they will "...fight 
the good fight... run the race to the finish...(and) keep the faith." 
 
Feast Days this Week 
Sunday 29th June: St Peter & St Paul were important apostles of Jesus Christ, with 
distinct backgrounds and roles. St Peter, and ordinary man, one of the original twelve 
disciples, was chosen by Jesus and considered the ‘rock’ upon which the Church was to 
be built. St Peter was martyred in Rome, likely under Nero’s persecution.  
St Paul, initially a persecutor of Christians, underwent a dramatic conversion and 
became ‘Apostle to the Gentiles’, a zealous missionary spreading Christianity and a 
prolific writer whose scripts and letters are foundational to Christian theology. St Paul 
was martyred in Rome, likely around the same time as St Peter. Their joint feast signifies 
their remarkable commitment to spreading the Gospel; their grace and courage to bear 
witness and the wisdom to shape the early Church. 
 
Tuesday 1st July: St Oliver Plunkett Irish Archbishop and martyr, known for being 
the last victim of the Popish Plot. He served as the Roman Catholic Archbishop of Armagh 
and Primate of All Ireland from 1668. He was born on November 1, 1625, and died on 
July 1, 1681. He was beatified in 1920 and canonised in 1975, becoming the first new 
Irish saint in almost seven hundred years.
